First movers

Many people got off to a head start and
installed a renewable heating system after
the plan to introduce the Renewable Heat

Incentive (RHI) was first announced on the
15 July 2009.

If you installed a system with a first
commissioning date between then and the
launch of the Domestic scheme (on 9 April
2014), you count as a ‘legacy’ applicant.
(Check the commissioning date on your
MCS certificate),

You can apply to the scheme but there
are some differences compared to other
applicants that only affect you.

This factsheet is designed to help
explain these.
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What is a legacy
applicant?

There are two types:

* people that received the Renewable
Heat Premium Payment (RHPP),
a one-off grant that helped cover
some of the upfront cost of installing
a renewable heating system

" people that financed the cost of
their renewable heating system
by other means.

What difference
does it make?

If you received RHPP:

* it affects the dates you can apply
— more about this overleaf

* to avoid a double subsidy, we deduct
the amount you received in RHPP
evenly from your Domestic RHI
payments over the seven years’
payment lifetime of the scheme. This is
also the case if you received a grant
from public funds from another source.
