Our new gas storage project is near Northwich in Cheshire.  It will have a working gas storage capacity of about 170mcm and a planned transfer rate in and out of 14.2mcm per day.  From your Impact Assessment, I would note that:

· Our project appears to be outside the entry/exit flow range of the Transcost model in any case (but the Transportation model is suitable) 
· Our project seems to be well located on the network from the point of view of charging of other gas storage schemes in Cheshire 
· The charging rate with either model is about the same for the Cheshire projects 
Much will depend on the actual entry and exit charges which will be calculated for our project but we seem to be in a neutral position with regards the proposed changes.  We would add the following general observations:

· The change to a model which represents the ‘here and now’ dynamics of the network and rewards good locations from a market point of view is positive and to be supported. 
· Gaining access to the transportation model is a positive step forwards for all project developers.
