Terms of Reference


Definitions

1. The term European Network Codes (ENCs) is used in this document to refer to network codes, guidelines and similar instruments enacted as European Regulations, under the provisions of Regulation (EU) 714/2009 to legislate for the internal market in electricity. 
Purpose, Objectives and Responsibilities

2. The purpose of this Steering Group is to oversee and coordinate where appropriate the implementation of ENCs being taken forward by existing GB groups and forums to ensure GB compliance.
3. The Steering Group will:

a. Consider:

i. cross code implementation issues and risks

ii. GB Regulatory Changes and other legislative matters
iii. any lessons that can be learned from the earlier gas and electricity European Network Codes and Guidelines
b. Steer the overall approach to implementation
c. Coordinate GB implementation issues where necessary and appropriate
d. Oversee the progress by existing and new groups in implementing individual codes and seek briefings as appropriate

e. Oversee and promote appropriate stakeholder engagement where appropriate.
 Chair

4. DECC and Ofgem will each appoint representatives to act as the Chair of each meeting based on a rota prepared in advance.  

Membership
5. The membership of this group shall comprise the Chair and representatives from DECC and Ofgem.

Meetings

6. This Steering Group will meet in person in the first instance, but may hold meetings by teleconference and consult with members through other appropriate means where the Chair so decides.
7. Meetings of this Steering Group will be held as required; every 4 – 6 weeks in the first instance. Meeting frequency will be reviewed on a regular basis, as decided by the Chair, in consultation with the members, as appropriate.
8. In advance of the meetings the Chair may request briefings from representatives of industry parties as appropriate. 
Output

9. DECC/Ofgem will provide up-dates at DECC-Ofgem Stakeholder meetings.
Meeting Administration
10. The Chair will circulate meeting agendas prior to each meeting and relevant supporting documents to members after each meeting.
